SAM SEJAVKA
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Before pursuing a career in writing, Sam was a singer in the eighties. After the cult punk band The Ears folded, he fronted Beargarden, a big-haired band which toured the country with luminaries like INXS, Chisel, Culture Club, and a host of other international bands; appeared on countdown, all that stuff… Sam became notorious for his connection with the controversial film Dogs in Space - whose lead character was based upon him. 

He is a multi-award winning playwright with a long history in the theatre industry, a penchant for doing evil bastards in his acting career, a two year old daughter, a fascination for the arcane, and a collection of 19th century horror/fantasy literature.
